AND WHEREAS the East Coast Forensic Hospital is designated for the custody,
treatment, or assessment of the accused, in respect of whom an assessment order,

disposition or placement decision is made;

IT IS ORDERED THAT the hospital was justified in restricting the liberties of the

accused initially, but the length of the restriction was excessive.
